The space closing of extraction sites with
~Mobile Anchorage”

In the era of TAD in orthodontic clinic nowadays; problems of anchorage have been
improved tremendously. We are less and less depending on how much is the root
surface of the posterior teeth to seek the anchorage value of them in dealing with
extraction cases. Lost anchorage is unthinkable as with the nearly absolute anchorage
of TAD, we do not have to worry about. The use of TAD can be of a direct method or
indirect method by using an attachment between the TAD and the tooth or teeth. The
tendency to use the second method has increased recently and the reasons will be
briefly discussed. The main reason to extract in a case is to resolve the Arch Length
Discrepancy (ALD) in most of the time, with the exception of some difficulty where
extraction is the best solution but in restricted particular cases. The common extraction
area is the bicuspid, however cases which have a large ALD, this kind of extraction
cannot resolve the whole problem and we may still have to distalize of the molars as
well. We like to discussed and suggest the use of “Mobile Anchorage”, which will
be one of the solutions to handle these kind of cases. Although the meaning of the
word “Anchorage” itself is not changed, the image of “Anchorage” has changed in
orthodontic, as it provide driving force to move the rest of the teeth within the arch in

Clinical management of micro and mini-im-
plants in treatment of different malocclusions

Orthodontic implants providing intraoral, extradental and absolute anchorage - so
essential in biomechanics of controlled tooth-movement - seem to be promising
solution facilitating any orthodontic treatment. Among their numerous advantages,
immediate loading possibility, easy insertion and removal and low cost and enabling
en masse dental movement should be listed as the factors shortening treatment time
and decreasing efficient force level. The presented cases exemplify treatment of
abnormalities prevailing in Caucasian race - class Il malocclusion, crowding, open bite,
supported by screw-implants of different systems: Absoanchor and Ortho Easy Pins.
The results achieved prove either certain limitation of undesired tooth-movement, or
high efficiency of orthodontic therapy with screws independently on their diameter;
therefore they seem to determine the turning point in treatment of malocclusions.
